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Prior to Milo joining the Air Corps, Virginia
had introduced him to a friend of hers named
William D. Olson, whom she had met at a
dance in Belmont Shore shortly before both
Bill and Milo were deployed to the war in
Europe. Just before Bill left for war, he and
Virginia were married. While in service in
England, Milo discovered the news and was
heartbroken, as Virginia was Milo's true love

On February 17, 1945, during a mission
over Germany, Bill was on a B-17 named,
Easy Does It, that was shot down. Bill was
reported as missing and it is believed that Bill
was killed on the ground after successfully

parachuting from the plane.

After the war in Europe ended, Milo returned
to Long Beach, CA to reunite with his best
friend, Virginia. They dated and discovered
they were more than just friends. In 1946 they
were married and had three children, Steve,
Sheri and Mike. Throughout their married life,
Milo always supported Virginia in her
